Bottom Line
The 11 IGETC courses above are required for both ASTI graduation and IGETC transfer requirements, and ideally this will entail ASTI students taking at least three college classes each term for four academic terms. It also will usually be necessary for ASTI students to take a few additional prerequisite courses, particularly if students cannot be enrolled in the IGETC courses listed above as a result of their College of Alameda COMPASS assessment scores. Starting in the 9th grade, ASTI students are encouraged to enroll in college classes during evenings and weekends to alleviate this concern. While ASTI’s curriculum design aims to prepare students to satisfy AUSD high school graduation requirements in four years while simultaneously earning their IGETC UC/CSU transfer credits at College of Alameda, it is always the case that all students as unique individuals possess different levels of developmental readiness. As a result, some study plans vary accordingly, but we remain committed to preparing all ASTI students for college success regardless. Thus, ASTI provides additional classes also during the 11th and 12th grade years which ASTI students must take to help support them in their fledgling college participation and to provide high school electives also.
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
